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Coming In May i NAHC Elections

In accordance with our bylaws, the Naperville Area Homeowners Confederation will hold elections at
the Confederation Annual Meeting, scheduled for Saturday, May 17, 2014 at 8:30 AM in Meeting
Rooms B&C of the Naperville Municipal Center, 400 S. Eagle Street, Naperville, lllinois. The offices to
be voted on are Secretary of the Confederation (currently John Mesarchik); Treasurer (currently Boyd
Briscoe); and two at large Director Positions (currently held by Tom Harris and Kathy Benson). Only
Boyd Briscoe is eligible to run again for his current position and he has asked to be removed from
consideration.

A nominating committee will be formed at the March 22" General Meeting and will
prepare a slate of recommended candidates to be announced at the April
meeting. Nominations will also be accepted from the floor the day of the meeting.
Any person who, at the time of the election, is a member of a homeowners
association which is a Confederation member in good standing or an associate
member in good standing may seek and hold office on the Confederation Board of Directors; except
that there shall be no more than one Confederation Officer or a total of two Confederation Board of
Directors members from any one Confederation member association or no more than two associate
members as voting members of the Board.

Duties of the positions to be elected are as follows:

Secretary - shall keep the current minutes of all Confederation Board of Directors meetings; shall
present a written report of the Conf e dakMeating; and
shall be responsible for all correspondence related to the business of the Confederation. The
Confederation Board of Directors shall approve all material correspondence relating to the business of
the Confederation and the Confederation Board of Directors. The Secretary shall also keep current a
list of Member associations and persons to contact, and shall maintain duplicate copies of the
corporate records. The Secretary shall be responsible for all communications with Member
associations or others as the President or the Board of Directors direct.

Treasurer i shall collect and receive all monies and assessments and deposit them to the credit of
the Confederation in a bank approved by the Confederation Board of Directors; shall render a
statement of accounts to the Confederation Board of Directors and to the Confederation membership
At regular meetings; shall issue receipts for assessments upon request; shall challenge the right to
vote of any Confederation member not in good standing at the
It time of any vote by reason of being in arrears in payments of

assessments; shall present a financial report in writing at the
Annual Meeting; and shall keep a list of all Confederation
members currently in good standing. The Treasurer shall be
responsible for preparing the annual budget, to be approved by
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the Confederation members at the November meeting of each
year. The Treasurer shall disburse funds that are included in the
budget line items upon presentation of adequate documentation
for such items.

At-Large Board Members 1 shall be chairpersons of Ad Hoc
Committees of the Confederation as formed at the discretion of
the BOD. They shall be eligible to assume the terms and duties
of Confederation officers, if such officers resign, refuse, become
ineligible, or are otherwise unavailable to fulfill their terms. At-
Large Board Members shall be empowered to vote in all
decisions of the BOD. If any elected Director is not able for any
reason to complete a term of office, the BOD may appoint an

Associate Director to serve as a Director until the next annual election and any individual so appointed
shall be empowered to serve and perform their duties upon appointment.
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All member associations in good standing are eligible to cast a vote in this election. To be considered
in good standing, member associations are to be current in their annual dues. Other information on
the conduct of the elections, or on membership status of associations or voting rights of associate
members, can be found in the Confederation Bylaws which are posted at:

Have You Signed Up for Naper Notify?

Wlth the recent bad weather leading to closings, changes in garbage coIIectlon schedules show

emergencies, and more it is more important than ever that Naperville residents take the time to sign up
for Naper Notify.

Naper Notify is a new notification system that brings emergency and quality-of-life information from the
City directyt o t he communication device of onebs choosi
at www.napernotify.com to quickly and efficiently receive important City messages.

Naper Notify lets the public sign up to receive emergency and community messages through a

preferred method of communication. This could include a cell phone, work phone, home phone, text

message or email. Citizens and the general public can also choose the locations they want to be

contacted about. They can receive messages about emer ge
homes, workplaces, childrends schools or any other
as those locations are within the boundaries of the City of Naperville.

Naper Notify is used to communicate two types of messages to the public: Emergency Notifications
and Community Notifications. If a person signs up for the system, they will automatically receive all
emergency notifications sent either citywide or to an impacted area in which they are located.
Community Notifications are voluntary; the public can choose which type of notification, if any, they
wish to receive. Available Community Notification categories include:

1 Brush & Leaf Collection i Information about these annual programs and when they will be
occurring in neighborhoods.

{1 Utility Outages i Information about scheduled outages of any duration or unplanned
outages anticipated to be four or more hours.

1 Public Safetyi Information about public safety topics, including safety tips and
announcements; crime and fire prevention information; public safety events; crime alerts;
code compliance information; and requests for vehicle donations. One recent example was
the request for help in locating an individu a | afflicted with Al zhei mer

1 Road & Utility Work i Information about localized neighborhood road work and utility
projects such as parkway tree trimming, storm system repair, alley reconstructions, tree
trimming around City power lines, sanitary sewer lining, planned water main repairs and
hydrant repairs/replacement.

1 Special Event Alerts i Information about major and minor special events occurring in the
City of Naperville, including dates, times, locations, street closures, parking lot closures and
other important event information.
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1 Traffic Alerts (Major Roadways) i Information about major arterial roadway projects taking
place in the City, such as the Route 59 Expansion Project.

f  Winter Operations 1 Information on snow removal operations in the City, including plowing
operations and anticipated snowfall as wel
plowing map.

The City has chosen to automatically import into Naper Notify publicly available landline phone
information from the White and Yellow Pages. If one does not sign up for this system, he or she might
still receive messages on their listed landline home or business phone, but nowhere else. However, if
one has an unlisted traditional landline, or only uses a cell phone, they must sign up to receive any
emergency or community alerts.

Owners of single-family homes or multi-family
dwellings of three units or less can participate in the Complete System Replacement
component. Homeowners can qualify for rebates when they replace inefficient central air
conditioners and furnaces with more efficient units between October 14, 2013, and March 14,
2014. Rebate levels are based on the Seasonal Energy Efficiency Ratio rating (or SEER rating)
of the new central air conditioning unit and the Annual Fuel Utilization Efficiency (or AFUE) of
the new furnace.

Upgrading to a more energy-efficient furnace with an AFUE of at least 92% percent and a
central air conditioner with a SEER rating of at least 14.5 can qualify the homeowner for a
rebate of $700 to $1,000. Rebate levels can increase if the homeowner installs qualifying
equipment with higher efficiency ratings and includes a programmable thermostat. For more
information, call (877) 886-4239 or visit www.NicorGasRebates.com/municipal-CSR to view the
complete list of program requirements.

Applications must be submitted to MunicipalRebate@NicorGasRebates.com within 90 days of
installation or by March 31, 2014, whichever comes first. Funding is limited and participants are
strongly encouraged to submit applications as soon after installation as possible.

Managers or owners of condominiums or apartment complexes of more than five units may be
eligible to participate in the Multi-Family Comprehensive Energy Efficient Program component.
All apartment or condo units at participating buildings will receive compact fluorescent light
bulbs, water saving shower heads, kitchen and bathroom aerators, and programmable
thermostats and hot water temperature setbacks, when feasible. Program implementers are
reaching out to property management companies, condo associations and building owner
associations to make them aware of these offerings.

The study t ook 10 0-sized citieshwigh popalations bejwées 126104d and 210,309
residents that were ranked 101 to 201 in terms of size of all U.S. cities. Rankings were based on FBI
crime data compiled from 2013 that included incidents such as burglary, theft, vehicle theft, murder,
rape, robbery and assault.

With 146,197 residents, Naperville saw only 1,563 crimes per 100,000 residents. Violent crimes
accounted for 79 of these, while property crimes made up 1,484, according to FBI crime data used in
the report.
