Presidentds Letter

A topic that will receive attention in the coming months is whether the City should impose additional
requirements on landlords for multi tenant housing as well as on homeowners and investors offering
single family homes for rent. At their February 17th meeting, City Council received a staff report on
various regulations that could be made into law.

The report outlined various programs. These included expanding (and mandating) the current Crime
Free Leasing program; requiring landlords (and rental properties) to be registered, and options for
various inspection programs. Addressing these different aspects and problems often associated with
rentals has varying costs for implementation and ongoing operation.

Among the issues that could be addressed are improving community safety and reducing incidences
of crime through mandatory credit and criminal background checks. Increased property inspections
could reduce blight. Increased inspection and code enforcement activities, including parking,
occupancy, and more, could address other quality of life issues. These potentially far-reaching
programs led to at least one council member asking what the end game was and what problems were
being addressed. Interestingly, while there was consensus to proceed with the discussion, there did
not seem to be complete agreement on the scope, frequency, or impacts of the perceived issues.

This is not the first time this topic has come before Council. The Confederation Board has consistently
opposed additional regulation in favor of using existing measures to address outliers. This time, there
are several points of view on the Board and we want to make sure the issues receive a full airing.

To further the discussion, the Homeowners Confederation will devote its March 21st meeting to Rental
Regulation. We have invited an attorney to discuss options homeowners associations can implement
in advance of, or above and beyond municipal regulation. From the city we will have representatives of
the Police Department discussing the Crime Free Lease Program and Transportation, Engineering,
and Development talking about various maintenance and building codes and enforcement.

We hope that our meeting will be a good start to understanding a potentially far reaching topic.

This
program will provide a fun and interactive way for senior citizens to identify fraud by learning about the
service personnel representing legitimate area businesses that may come to their door.

Following a welcome from Naperville Mayor A. George Pradel, representatives from several City
departments along with the DuPage County Sheriff's Office and Park District Police will be on hand to
answer guestions about what circumstances would necessitate a home visit. Other participating
businesses include: Comcast/Xfinity, AT&T, Nicor, FedEx, USPS, Easy Care Pharmacy and Phillips
Flowers. Representatives from these organizations and departments will be asked to "walk the
runway" so attendees can observe their uniforms, badges and identification cards. Raffles, food and
beverages will also be available.
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"Unfortunately, seniors are often the target of scams involving people coming to their residence and
identifying themselves as being an employee from a local service or agency to gain entry into a
home," Naperville Police Chief Robert W. Marshall explains.

NAHC Briefs i News You Can Use!

The City of Naperville opened its new regional Household Hazardous Waste Recycle
(HHW) Facility on Saturday, February 21, giving area residents a larger, more
efficient location to dispose of unwanted household chemicals, batteries, paint
and other hazardous waste.

The facility is located at 156 Fort Hill Drive, just north of the Department of
Public Works building at Fort Hill Drive and Jefferson Avenue. It will operate on
Saturdays and Sundays, from 9:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m., excluding holidays.
Materials may not be dropped off outside these posted hours.

Naperville operates one of only four permanent drop-off locations for household hazardous waste in
the state in cooperation with the City of Aurora and Will, DuPage and Kane counties. During Fiscal
Year 2014, the City collected 266 tons of household hazardous materials, including oil, anti-freeze,
cleaning products, flammables, fertilizers, paints, prescription medications, herbicides and more.

The $1.185 million facility 7 $900,000 of which was funded through a grant from the lllinois
Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity i features a covered drop-off area, as well as
sorting, storage, office and staff spaces. It is expected to improve efficiency of sorting materials;
shorten wait times for those dropping off materials; and provide increased protection for the public and
employees through spill control, sprinklers and ventilation.

The opening of the HHW Facility completes Napervi
serves as a one-stop-drop for area residents to safely recycle everything from paper and electronics to
household chemicals and prescription medications. The campus features multiple waste -specific drop-

off and drive-through lanes for customers wanting to recycle electronics, dispose of hazardous waste,

or drop off traditional recyclables.

The Electronics Recycling Drop-Off Center, located at the northwest corner of the Public Works
Service Center at 180 Fort Hill Drive, is open on Wednesdays and Saturdays from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.
Accepted items include computers, monitors, televisions, printers/fax machines, cameras, cables,
keyboards and mice, VCR and DVD players, video game consoles and more. Beginning January 14,
2015, individuals are limited to the recycling of two CRT computer monitors or televisions per vehicle.
Please note this is a self-service electronics drop-off location.

A nominating committee will be formed at the March 21% General Meeting. The Committee will prepare
a slate of recommended candidates to be announced at the April meeting. Nominations will also be
accepted from the floor the day of the annual meeting. Any person who, at the time of the election, is
a member of a homeowners association which is a Confederation member in good standing or an
associate member in good standing may seek and hold office on the Confederation Board of
Directors; except that there shall be no more than one Confederation Officer or a total of two
Confederation Board of Directors members from any one Confederation member association or no
more than two associate members as voting members of the Board.

Vice President i shall assume all duties of the President in the event the office of President becomes
vacant for any reason, and shall perform such other duties as assigned by the President of the
Confederation Board of Directors.

At-Large Board Members 1 shall be chairpersons of Ad Hoc Committees of the Confederation as
formed at the discretion of the BOD. They shall be eligible to assume the terms and duties of
Confederation officers, if such officers resign, refuse, become ineligible, or are otherwise unavailable
to fulfill their terms. At-Large Board Members shall be empowered to vote in all decisions of the BOD.
If any elected Director is not able for any reason to complete a term of office, the BOD may appoint an
Associate Director to serve as a Director until the next annual election and any individual so appointed
shall be empowered to serve and perform their duties upon appointment.

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Talking Trash with NAHC President Bob Fischer

T he Cweekjydyard waste collection program begins for the year on March
16. Through this program, landscape waste in paper yard waste bags as well as
bundled small branches will be picked up. A yard waste sticker must be attached
to each bundle or bag placed at the curb for collection. Note that state law
prohibits grass clippings, leaves, garden waste and branches from being
placed in landfills.

Due to the City switching waste hauling providers on May 1 to Waste Management, current yard
waste stickers will only be good through June 30. After that time, new yard waste stickers will be
required to participate in the weekly yard waste collection program. The new stickers will be available

for purchaseonoraroundMay 1. They wi | | be a different color ani

The yard waste sticker cost will still be $2.10 each and stickers may be purchased at Naperville
hardware and grocery stores or at the Municipal Center in the Finance Department. The sticker price
will remain the same throughout the duration of the four-year contract with Waste Management.

To participate, place grass, weeds, small branches, twigs and leaves in 32-gallon paper yard waste
bags. Alternatively, branches less than three inches in diameter may be tied in bundles that measure
up to four feet long and two feet wide. Secure each bundle with biodegradable twine. Bags and
bundles have a 60-pound weight limit. Yard waste collection will take place until December 11, 2015.
