NAHC Board Liaisons Keep Members Informed about College
of DuPage

As mentioned in an article above, a function of NAHC Board members, including our Associate
Directors, is keeping an eye on some of the local uses of our tax dollars. Associate Director Tom
Kodiak was in attendance at a recent (June 25, 2015) College of DuPage (COD) Board meeting
where the topic of discussion was the Waterleaf Restaurant on the Glen Ellyn campus. While other
media, including The Daily Herald covered the discussion, Tom provided the NAHC Board with a few
more interesting notes and perspectives that were not included in other articles. Tomdés report f

The Waterleaf loses $10,000 each week, and currently has no role as an educational facility of
COD. It has a very nice wine cellar, and is a very upscale restaurant operated by a professional staff
from Wednesday through Sunday (note that it was said that the current head chef receives a 6 figure
salary.) Since 2013, the restaurant has lost over $500,000 per year, and this does not include any
compensation for rent, insurance, or cost of equipment for the kitchen.

Various options were presented at the meeting are:

1. Leave the Waterleaf asis. My ( Associ ate Dir ecimpressiol s thatkhisdi a k 6
option was generally considered "dead."
2. Convert the dining room to 3 classrooms. The cost would be between $378,000 and

$516,000.

3. Convert the dining room and kitchen to classrooms. The cost would be $1,081,800 to
$1,318,800.

4. Bring in a third party to lease or professionally manage the space. Sodexo, who provides food
services at the college, looked into this option and concluded that they are not interested in
this. They did not think they could do this profitably.
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Under this option there would also be the capability to rent the space for particular events. The
estimate was that this could generate between $84,000 and $180,000 revenue annually.

5. Convert space to an facademic lab.0 This would essentially keep the kitchen and dining room
for culinary and hospitality educational purposes. Representatives of the culinary and hospitality
program are looking at this option in detail, and expressed a lot of excitement about this
opportunity. During the meeting they described the expanded options in the hospitality and food
prep area that full access to the Waterleaf space will provide.

The COD Board directed the staff to further look at the conversion of the Waterleaf space into an
academic lab and to come back with more information and details about options for making this an
academic space that benefits students, and, if possible, the community. The trustees are also
interested in the ongoing need for the current professional staff. When the dean of this academic area
was asked about this, she did not give a direct answer, but passed it on to one of the faculty members
who adamantly said the current professional staff is not needed, and that their roles can be performed
by the current full and part time faculty.

Good stuff to know and stay informed about. Thanks, Tom, for this enlightening report.

Although bicycling is a fun activity and a great way
to become and remain fit, bicyclists can be
seriously injured in accidents. They are less
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protected than drivers of automobiles and do not always practice safe riding habits. As part of this
Summer Bike Safety Campaign, the Naperville Police Department also recommends the following bike
safety tips in order to enjoy a safe and secure ride, every time!

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Wear a bike helmet at all times. Wearing a bike helmet can reduce the risk of head injury by

Keep your bike in good working condition. Be sure tires are properly inflated, brakes work,

Ride single file on the

Obey all traffic laws and slow
down and check traffic at all
corners and intersections

Watch parked cars for
pedestrians and  opening
doors

Keep both hands on the
handle bars except when
indicating turn signals

Stay off busy streets

Have a headlight on your bike
when riding at night, as well
as, rear and wheel reflectors
Wear light colored and/or
reflective clothing while riding
Only one person on the bike
No stunt riding

Do not carry packages or
bundles when riding

No hitching rides from cars

Do not wear headsets while
riding

Always yield to pedestrians
Secure the bike when finished
riding

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Be Careful When Digging in Lawns and Gardens

The quickest way to become a neighborhood pariah is to knock out electricity, internet access, TV or
phone service for your neighbors while you are engaging in projects around your home. This is not to
mention the i ¢ o | | damage thdt can be done if you hit a gas line (think BOOM!), cut into a sewer
line (EEEWW!), or create alakeinyour ( or y o ur yaalibydhanbaging @ w3ter line.

To stay on the good side of your neighbors and limit your financial liability to the utilities, a simple and
easy precursor to your outdoor digging tasks is to contact JULIE by calling 8-1-1 or submitting an
online request using E-Request for each project. Both options are available 24/7 and a two (2)
business day notice is required.

This is the first step, your need for care does not end there. Once your yard has been painted in
technicolor, you still need to make sure that all utilities have responded to your request and then, even

though linbes are marked, exercise extreme care when di gging i n tohoeatinfamo!| er a
underground utility line is not an exact science and the flags and marks provide an indication of where

utilities are 1 but this may not be precise. The flags and painted lines indicate the approximate location

of a buried utility. Dig outside the markés tolerance zone, wh
is at least 1.5 feet on either side of the mark. If you must excavate within the tolerance zone, dig next

to the marks, not on top of them. Hand dig with extreme caution if you must excavate within the
tolerance zone.

the City of Naperville is installing a sanitary sewer in the south lane of Porter Avenue starting at
the entrance to North Central College on the west (just east of Loomis Street) and ending mid-block
between Columbia and Julian streets on the east.

This work is being done to enhance the quality and reliability of the sanitary sewer system in that area.
Construction is expected to be complete by the beginning of September, weather depending. Porter
Avenue will remain open to local traffic and emergency vehicles; however, accessibility will be limited
by day-to-day construction.

The Mayor's Advisory Commission on Disabilities (ACD) is proud to announce the inaugural
Community Contributors Awards. This program seeks to recognize Naperville individuals,
businesses and organizations who contribute to the independence of people with disabilities.
Nominations are now open and all materials must be received by no later than September 1, 2015.

There are four categories for which individuals, businesses and organizations can be nominated. They
are: Employer of the Year for a local business that provides authentic work opportunities for people
with disabilities; Accessibility Award for businesses or organizations that exceed the legal standards in
making their facilities accessible; Employee of the Year for citizens whose employment attests to their
individual talents; and Leadership Award: Adult for a disabled citizen 21 years of age or older who is a
leader in the area of athletics, art, education, employment or community advocacy.

Candidates can only be nominated in a single category. Nominations must include an essay of at least
200 words describing why the nominee is a worthy candidate and at least one letter of
recommendation.

Na p e r vniokquito&lbatement program is well underway. There are
several strategies the city employs to control the mosquito population,
and there are also several precautions residents can take to avoid
mosquito bites and reduce the number of mosquitoes around their
homes.

To help control the mosquito population, city crews inspect for and
remove standing water and treat ponds, marsh areas and catch basins
throughout the city with chemicals. City crews also monitor the mosquito
population on a weekly basis through the use of 16 mosquito traps set citywide to evaluate the
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effectiveness of larval control, provide early warnings for when adult populations are rising and also
test for West Nile Virus. When necessary, the city will utilize spraying to control the population of adult
mosquitoes. In these cases, the city uses the safest chemicals available in very low volumes and
sprays only as needed.

West Nile Virus is a mosquito-borne virus that is transmitted through the bite of a mosquito that has
picked up the virus by feeding on an infected bird. Most people who are infected with the West Nile
Virus have no symptoms or experience very mild symptoms three to fourteen days after the bite of an
infected mosquito. Mild symptoms include a fever, headache and body aches, occasionally with a skin
rash on the trunk of the body and swollen lymph glands. Less than 1 percent of infected people with
West Nile Virus will develop severe symptoms. Persons older than 50 years of age have the highest
risk of severe disease.

The best way to prevent West Nile disease or any other mosquito-borne illness is to reduce the
number of mosquitoes around your home and to take personal precautions to avoid mosquito bites.
Precautions include:

1 Whenever outdoors between dusk and dawn, wear shoes and socks, long pants and a long-
sleeved shirt. Loose fitting, light colored clothing is best.

1 Use mosquito repellant containing 25 percent to 35 percent DEET when it is necessary to be
outdoors, applied sparingly to skin or clothing, as indicated on the repellant label. Consult a
physician before using repellants on young children.

1 Check for and repair any tears in residential screens, including porches and patios.

1 Eliminate stagnant water in birdbaths, ponds, flowerpots, wading pools, old tires and any
other receptacles in which mosquitoes might breed.

1 Be sure to keep roof gutters clear of debris and keep grass cut short and shrubbery well
trimmed around your home to eliminate mosquito hiding places.
