City Revenue Enhancements 

Board Stand taken in August 2015,  

1. Resolving the bulk of the budget shortfall by substantially 

increasing monthly garbage collection fees places an unfair burden 

on residents of single family homes and certain townhome 

developments. A major portion of the proposed incremental 

revenue should not be a burden placed solely on these residents, 

but rather this need for additional funding to balance the budget 

should be spread more equitably across all groups benefitting from 

municipal services including commercial, institutional, and multi-

family constituencies, as well as visitors to our community. 

2. We support the implementation of a minimal incremental and 

reasonably necessary local sales tax to assist in resolving and 

addressing both current and future financial needs.  

Membership ratification was not requested due to timing of City

LOCAL GOVERNMENT 
CONSOLIDATION AND 
UNFUNDED MANDATES  



EXECUTIVE ORDER 15-15 

ÅOn February 13, 2015, Governor Bruce Rauner  issued 
Executive Order 15 -15 creating a Task Force comprised 
of bipartisan members appointed by the Governor 
representing public and private organizations with an 
interest in strengthening the efficiency and 
accountability of government and education services 
throughout the State of Illinois. Chaired by Illinois 
Lieutenant Governor Evelyn Sanguinetti , the Task Forceõs 
purpose and responsibilities as outlined in Executive 
Order 15-15 

 



THE PURPOSE OF THE 
TASK FORCE 

ÅòThe purpose of the Task Force shall be to study issues of 
local government and school district consolidation and 
redundancy, and to make recommendations that will 
ensure accountable and efficient government and 
education in the State of Illinois.ó 



THE TASK FORCE SHALL: 

ÅConduct a comprehensive review of State laws relating 
to local government and school district consolidation ; 

ÅConduct a comprehensive review of State laws relating 
to unfunded mandates on local government bodies and 
school districts;  

ÅIdentify opportunities to consolidate, streamline, or 
eliminate duplicative governmental bodies, school 
districts, and taxing authorities ; 

 



THE TASK FORCE SHALL: 

ÅIdentify opportunities to replace, revise, or repeal 
unfunded mandates placed on local governments and 
school districts;  

ÅDiscuss solutions and impediments to consolidation of 
local governments and school districts;  

ÅAnalyze the success of programs and legislation with 
similar goals implemented in Illinois and other states; and  

ÅPrepare a final report to the Governor and the General 
Assembly making specific recommendations to 
consolidate local governments and school districts with 
the goal of improving the delivery of government and 
education services at a lower cost to State taxpayers.ó 



THE TASK FORCE   

ÅBuilding on previous efforts by the Local Government 
Consolidation Commission and on -going work by several 
counties, including DuPage and Sangamon, Governor Bruce 
Rauner  created the Task Force on Local Government 
Consolidation and Unfunded Mandates, chaired by 
Lieutenant Governor Evelyn Sanguinetti , in February, 2015.  

 

ÅThe Task Force held 16 meetings across the state and has 
heard testimony from 33 experts representing government 
associations, nonprofit think tanks, researchers and state 
agencies. In addition, the Task Force received more than 85 
proposals and has endorsed 27 recommendations on topics 
relating to local government consolidation and unfunded 
mandates.  



CONSOLIDATION-RELATED 
RECOMMENDATIONS: 

1. Enact a 4 -year moratorium on creating new local 
governments . 

2. Empower Illinois citizens to consolidate or dissolve local 
governments via referendum . 

3. Expand DuPage Countyõs pilot consolidation program to all 
102 counties . 

4. Allow all townships in the state to consolidate with 
coterminous municipalities via referendum . 

5. Remove the limitation capping a township size of 126 square 
miles. 

6. Allow counties to retain their existing form of government 
following a successful referendum to dissolve townships into the 
county.  



CONSOLIDATION-RELATED 
RECOMMENDATIONS: 

7. Hold taxpayers harmless from township consolidation . 

8. Allow counties with fewer than 15,000 parcels and $1 billion in 
Equalized Assessed Value (EAV) to dissolve all of the elected 
township assessors and multi -township assessment districts into 
one, newly elected  county assessor position and office - by 
majority vote of the county board or via citizen -led referendum.  

9. Protect the Intergovernmental Cooperation Act . 

10. School District Consolidation: Provide the Illinois State Board 
of Education (ISBE) flexibility to incentivize outcomes of school 
district consolidation.  

11. Encourage state agencies ð when allocating discretional 
state and federal funds to local governments ðto encourage 
regional sharing of public equipment, facilities, training, 
resources, and administrative functions.  

12. Allow merger of general township road and bridge districts 
that maintain less than 25 miles of road.  

 

 



UNFUNDED MANDATE-
RELATED 

RECOMMENDATIONS 
1. Modernize newspaper public notice mandates . 

2. Repeal or reform Prevailing Wage . 

3. Provide third -party contracting mandate relief for school 
districts. 

4. Implement physical education mandate relief for school 
districts. 

5. Provide driver education mandate relief for school districts . 

6. Make collective bargaining permissive, instead of mandatory . 

7. Eliminate minimum manning from collective bargaining . 

8. PSEBA: Use the federal definition for catastrophic injury . 

 

 



UNFUNDED MANDATE-
RELATED 

RECOMMENDATIONS 
9. Allow arbitrators to use existing financial parameters of local government 
as a primary    consideration during interest arbitration.  

10. Require an annual state review of unfunded mandates on local 
government.  

11. Merge downstate and suburban public safety pension funds into a 
single pension investment authority, as amended.  

12. Pass a constitutional amendment on unfunded state mandates.  

13. Requests the Governor use his amendatory veto power to insert òif 
economically feasibleó language into any legislation authorizing new 
unfunded mandates on local governments and school districts . 

14. Economic Feasibility Exemption for local units of government, school 
districts, community colleges and institutions of higher education . 

15. Give control of employee retirement benefit packages back to local 
governments for new employees.  



WHAT IS THE DRIVING 
QUESTION OR PROBLEM FOR 
THE TASK FORCE CREATION?  

ÅIn 2005, the Tax Foundation ranked Illinois as seventh 
highest in effective property tax rates in the nation. 
Today , at 2.32% of market home value per year, Illinois 
residents pay the 2nd highest median effective property 
tax rate in the country . 

ÅWith the highest count of local governments in the 
nation - 6,963 units - Illinois citizens pay some of the top 
local tax rates in the country. This is especially true when 
it comes to the primary source of revenue for most local 
governments in Illinois ð property tax
