What 
amenities will be created that may not return actual dollars, but will add to the overall value and quality 
of life? At what point does the community break even, or even get ahead on this investment? 

The answers to these questions will be offered in a later phase of the concept development (see the 
article on page 3 outlining the study status and phases), so while we can wonder now, speculation 
probably serves no purpose other than fueling discussions on social media where all of the self -
proclaimed experts are prepared to pontificate. Regardless of the answers, some people will have a 
hard time comprehending the magnitude, while others will see it as a small investment in progress. 
Perception is definitely personal, so stay informed, keep an open mind, and bear in mind, at least 
when compared to the national debt, this isnôt a lot of money.  

Switching gears, how did your garden grow this summer? I had a mixed bag with the roses really 
lagging and being mostly unimpressive, and the trumpet vine not doing much at all to herald the 
season and invite hummingbirds into the yard. It was a banner year, though, for the various varieties of 
hydrangeas and, of course, the weeds continued their quest to take over whenever my back was 
turned.

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Confederation Board of Director Changes 

Several changes and additions, in accordance with stipulations and authorizations included in our 
bylaws, were made to the Confederation Board of Directors at our August 25th Board meeting. 

Marcia Straub and Rick Strawbridge, whose prior terms of office as Secretary and Director 
respectively ended in May due to term limits, have been reappointed to the Board to serve as 
Associate Directors. Both Rick and Marcia are long time members, whose activities and ongoing 
contributions are invaluable to our operations. We thank them for their continued participation. 

Tim Messer, elected in May as Secretary, asked to be relieved of those duties effective September 1. 
When Tim was elected to the role of Secretary, it created a vacant Director post with one year 
remaining on the term. While accepting his resignation, the Board asked Tim to remain active with the 
Confederation, and re-assume his former role as a Director through May, 2019. The Board appointed 
Director Kathy Benson to assume the Secretary post through the term of office expiring in May 2020. 
To replace Kathy as a Director, the Board appointed long time member and former director M.D. Skeet 
to fulfill this term through May 2020.

Fifth Avenue Study Update  
Ryan Companies completed the first stage, Concept Creation, of the Fifth Avenue study. They created 
two concepts, known as ñAò & ñBò with many similarities, but also some marked differences. Both plans 
include a mixture of high rise buildings, apartments, ñbrownstoneò residences, and office and retail 
space. These concepts were released on August 20, the subject of a public meeting on August 22nd 
( a recording of the meeting is available and the full concept presentation can be found here), and 
reviewed by the Steering Committee at their meeting on August 28.

Based on discussions at the Steering Committee meeting, a concept revision will be created reducing 
the planned residential units from 400 to 200. Given the current wait list for the commuter parking lots, 
there will also be a further examination of improving the commuter parking experience. 

Reactions from the public, as expected, have been mixed. Major points of contention include proposed 
density as well as the lack of additional commuter parking spaces. As it is a work in progress, some 
specifics, including payback and economics, remain unaddressed. What is clear is that the overall 
development value may be well in excess of $330 million dollars with many costs still to be 
determined. The plans are expected to be further discussed during the Tuesday, September 18 City 
Council Meeting (not the 9/4 meeting as originally thought). The concept descriptions are available at 
http://www.naperville.il.us/globalassets/media/projects/ted-business-group/fifth-
avenue/20180822_5thave_concept_presentation.pdf.  

When Concept Creation is deemed complete, and assuming City Council authorizes Ryan to continue, 
the next two project phases are: 

Concept REFINEMENT - Involves Ryan bringing forth one working concept using feedback from the 

creation phase. This includes conceptual building sizes, building elevations and renderings, public 
space elements, parking structure floor plans, and infrastructure improvements. Cost models are 
further refined. The community, Steering Committee and City Council weigh in on the working concept 
and provide feedback. 

Concept FINALIZATION - Involves Ryan bringing forth a final master concept. The development 

program, design concepts, public space elements, parking distribution, and infrastructure 
improvements are defined. A final cost model is defined. The community, Steering Committee and City 
Council then will weigh in on the final master concept and decide on concept approval.

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Throughout this process, the City is expected to separately evaluate concepts and their impacts 
through the use of independent, third-party experts. An RFP was issued in early August to hire ñexpert 
assistanceò to review Ryanôs proposals, particularly key business terms, land valuation and property 
conveyance. It is unclear when the ñexpert consultantò will be brought on board, but the position will 
become increasingly necessary as cost models proceed.

This Labor Day, and Every Day, Drive Sober or 
Get Pulled Over  

The Naperville Police Department, along with the Illinois State Police and 
more than 150 other local law enforcement agencies have begun a traffic 
safety campaign focusing on drunk, unbuckled and distracted drivers. The 
high-visibility crackdown will run through the early morning hours of 
September 4, 2018 to include the Labor Day holiday, an often deadly time on 
Illinois roads.  

Statistics show that an average of 10,000 people were killed in drunk driving 
crashes each year from 2012 to 2016 - that's one fatality every 50 minutes or 
the equivalent of 20 jumbo jets crashing each year with no survivors.  

To further drive home the message that the choices we make when traveling 
have life or death consequences, through Labor Day the Illinois Department 
of Transportation is displaying crashed vehicles at rest areas with a powerful 
reminder of the human toll that traffic deaths are having on our state. 
Appearing next to the wrecked vehicles are signs pointing out fatal crashes in Illinois last year meant 
12 children never got the chance to attend their first day of kindergarten, 75 people died while using 
their mobile device, and 299 lost their lives due to an alcohol-related crash. 

As we approach Labor Day weekend, remember to designate a sober driver and don't let friends or 
family members drive drunk. Even a small amount of alcohol can impair judgment and reaction times, 
making driving unsafe.

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A Safer Naper ï Preventing Elder Financial Abuse 
This month, the Naperville Police Department is encouraging residents to make 
Naperville ñA Safer Naperò by protecting our elderly neighbors, friends and family 
members from criminals who may defraud them of their hard-earned assets. 

Seniors are particularly vulnerable to crime because they may be dependent on other 
people for their care or because a weakened mental state leaves them not capable of fully 
understanding their financial situation.  

Financial exploitation (abuse) of seniors occurs when someone steals, withholds or otherwise misuses 
an elderly person's money, property or valuables for personal advantage or profit. Financial abuse is 
an extremely under-reported crime that is, sadly, most often committed by people the senior loves and 
trusts such as children, grandchildren or caregivers.  

It is important for family and friends to look for patterns that might signal a problem. Be suspicious if 
the elderly person has a new "best friend," becomes socially isolated or is hesitant to have contact 
with others unless his/ her caregiver is present. Also, be on alert for:  

ω Unpaid bills, past due notices or utility shut offs. 

ω Missing property, large or unexplained withdrawals from bank accounts, or transfers 
between accounts. 

ω Changes in banks or attorneys. 
ω Checks being written out to ñcash;ò often in large amounts or high volume. 
ω Bank statements and canceled checks no longer coming to the elder's home. 

ω Unfamiliar signatures on checks and other documents. 
ω Gifting money or personal property. 

ω Changes in spending habits, such as buying items the senior doesn't need. 
ω Lack of personal amenities, such as clean clothes and grooming items. 

Getting older will happen to all of us, so it is important to have a plan in place to protect both yourself 
and your loved ones. One of the few ways to stop financial abuse is to REPORT IT. If you suspect that 
this is happening to someone you know, you should contact the police or the Illinois Department of 
Aging-Adult Protective Services.

Naperville Development Update 
Developer D.R. Horton, Inc. has proposed the Polo Club, a 702-unit development to be constructed on 
110 acres bordered by the South Pointe subdivision, Book Road, 119th Street, and the Tee Time 
Lawn Care property. The initial public hearings for this development took place in front of the 
Naperville Planning and Zoning Commission (PZC) on June 20 and July 18. After the first meeting and 
input from residents, D.R. Horton made several changes to the development, including a full extension 
of Book Road from 111th Street to 119th Street, and reducing the total unit count from 723 to 702. The 
revised proposal includes 93 single-family homes, 290 apartment units in 14 buildings, and 319 single-
family attached homes (townhomes). Students residing in this development would attend Plainfield 
School District 202. Concerns from residents of nearby subdivisions include density, cut-through 
traffic, and lack of adequate street improvements to handle the traffic generated by the development. 
PZC voted 3-3 on this revised proposal (with the absence of three commissioners), leading to this 
development proposal going to the Naperville City Council with no recommendation from the 
Commission. The City Council public hearing is scheduled for the regular Council meeting on 
November 7.

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Get the Inside Scoop on Law Enforcement 
The Naperville Police Department is now accepting applications for a nine-week Citizen Police 
Academy to be held this fall. The academy will begin on October 3, 2018 and continue every 
Wednesday night (excluding October 31 and November 21) until 
December 12. Applications are due by September 17, 2018. 

Instruction consists of classroom lectures, interactive discussions and 
hands-on demonstrations focusing on various aspects of police work, 
including forensics, investigations, patrol and special response. 
Course content and activities dictate that class size is limited to 25 
participants. All classes are free and will be held at the Naperville 
Police Department from 6:30 to 9:30 p.m. 

"This academy is a great way for residents to get an inside look at the 
Naperville Police Department and police work in general," said 
Deputy Chief Jason Arres. "Participants will learn about and even get 
a chance to experience what we do, how we work and why we make 
the decisions we do while protecting the community." 

Naperville's Citizen Police Academy gives citizens insight into the 
inner workings of police operations, practices and objectives. 
Participants in the academy will learn how they can help keep the 
community crime-free and become resources for improved community/police relations. Academy 
graduates are encouraged to take their knowledge back to their neighborhoods where they can use it 
to enhance the safety and quality of life in Naperville. 

Individuals who apply for the Citizen Police Academy must be 18 years of age and reside and/or work 
in the City of Naperville. All applicants will be subjected to a criminal background investigation.

NAHC Briefs ï News You Can Use!  

On August 1, 2018, the following updates to the Naperville's Animal Control Ordinance took effect:  

¶ Excessive noise: An owned animal cannot make excessive noise 

outside for more than 10 consecutive minutes between 7 a.m. and 10 
p.m. and for no more than two (2) consecutive minutes between 10:01 
p.m. and 6:59 a.m. Care and treatment of animals:  

¶ The exposure of an animal to extreme heat or cold weather 
conditions wherein the health of the animal is endangered, including but 
not limited to showing signs of hypothermia, hyperthermia, frostbite, or similar conditions, shall 
be unlawful. 

¶ No one shall leave an animal in a motor vehicle if temperature inside the vehicle is 80 
degrees or higher or colder than 32 degrees, unless the breed of dog is such that the dog 
can withstand freezing temperatures.  

Penalties: $75 for first citation, $150 for second citation and $300 for third and subsequent citations

The DuPage County Board voted unanimously to put three tax-related referendum questions on 
the November 2018 General Election ballot. 

Two of the questions seek votersô opinions on revenue raising proposals impacting issues debated in 
Springfield. One asks voters to weigh in on a proposal to help reduce state debt. The other asks 
votersô opinions on an alternative method to fund transportation projects. The third question focuses 
on the Countyôs Accountability, Consolidation, and Transparency (ACT) Initiative. 

The referendum questions will appear on the ballot as follows: 

¶ ñShall DuPage County oppose the General Assembly instituting a property tax increase 
equivalent to 1% of your homeôs value to help retire state debt?ò 

¶ ñShall DuPage County oppose the creation of a statewide Vehicle Mileage Tax (VMT) which 
would tax DuPage County citizens based upon the number of miles driven annually?ò 

¶ ñShall DuPage County continue to dissolve and consolidate units of local government to 
reduce costs, increase efficiencies, and increase accountability?ò

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The Condominium and Common Interest Community Ombudsperson Act requires all associations 
*to adopt a written policy for resolving complaints made by owners no later than January 1, 2019. 
This State law applies to all condominium associations governed by the Condominium Property Act 
and all common interest community associations governed by the Common Interest Community 
Association Act. (basically all mandatory homeowners associations).  

The written policy must include (1) a sample form on which an owner may submit a complaint to the 
association; (2) a description of the process by which complaints are to be delivered to the 
association; (3) a timeline and manner of making a final determination in response to a complaint; and 
(4) a requirement that the association issue a written final determination within 180 days after the 
association received the ownerôs complaint. In order to adopt a written policy for resolving owner 
complaints, the association must send notice of the proposed written policy to its members and pass a 
resolution adopting the written policy at a board meeting. If your association has not begun this 
process, you might want to contact (or engage) your association attorney for assistance

(DRE) recently published the ñRights and Responsibilities of Association Board Membersò to 

clearly explain the legal responsibilities of condominium and common interest community property 
boards. The publication includes general information regarding governance documents, board 
structure, elections, general powers, meetings, surplus and deficit, special assessments, financial 
disclosures, insurance, records, and disclosure.

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though school has been in session for a couple of weeks, it is always important to check your driving 
behavior and ensure you are practicing these safest driving habits.  

Motorists can assist with keeping children safe by following these tips: 

¶ Plan ahead and leave home earlier than normal to allow enough time to reach your destination 
without rushing. 

¶ Always come to a complete stop at stop signs, and be sure to check carefully for children on 
sidewalks and in crosswalks before proceeding. Be sure to obey crossing guards and student 
safety patrols. 

¶ Slow Down! Remember, school speed zones are reduced for a reason. When entering a 
school zone, slow down to 20 mph and be extra alert for children on foot and on bicycles. 

¶ Being cautious when approaching school buses. It is illegal to proceed around a school bus 
with the stop sign arm engaged. Please be patient as children enter and exit school buses. 

¶ Eliminate distractions. Leave time in the morning to eat and groom before entering your vehicle 
and stay off the phone while driving. As a reminder, Illinois bans the use of all hand-held 
devices while driving in Illinois as well as texting while driving. 

¶ Follow each schoolôs traffic and parking plans and signage. If you have questions or want more 
information on your schoolôs traffic and parking plan, please contact your school. 

¶ Lock your car doors and remove valuables before exiting your vehicle at schools and 
daycares. Even if youôll only be gone for a brief time, leaving valuables in plain sight or leaving 
your doors unlocked is an invitation for thieves. 

¶ Talk to your teen. According to AAA, nearly one in four fatal crashes involving teen drivers 
occurs during the after-school hours of 3 to 7 p.m. Remind them to slow down, reduce 
distractions and be aware of their surroundings..

More than 5,000 people have called the Helpline 
since its launch and with three new features being 
added, Helpline Specialists will be equipped to 
better serve callers and increase treatment.  
Å Licensed Clinicians will now offer follow-up 

services to Helpline callers to help them navigate through potential treatment barriers and offer 
next steps to support recovery. 
Å Warm Transfers will allow Helpline staff members to link callers directly to treatment programs 

whenever possible and make it easier for them to connect with a provider. 
Å Another new feature will let callers provide feedback about their experience with the Helpline, 

immediately after their call. Feedback will be reviewed and analyzed each month to assess 
Helpline performance and identify areas for improvement. 

The IDHS also launched HelplineIL.org in May, giving those affected by opioid and other substance 
use disorders an online option to access treatment.  Both HelplineIL.org and the call-in Helpline for 
Opioids and Other Substances are funded by federal grant dollars that the State of Illinois secured 
from the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration. The Opioid State Targeted 
Response grant is administered by the Illinois Department of Human Services Division of Substance 
Use Prevention and Recovery. Helpline specialists are trained in evidence-based approaches to help 
connect callers and web users with treatment and recovery-support services. If you or someone you 
know is experiencing opioid use disorder, call the stateôs Helpline for Opioids and other Substances at 
1-833-2FINDHELP or visit HelplineIL.org.
