Fifth Avenue Study Update  
At its October 16th meeting, the Naperville City Council extended the hold placed on Ryan 
Companiesô Fifth Avenue planning efforts until December. With discussion around the future location 
of the Childrenôs Museum continuing, including the possibility of cutting the number of proposed 
apartments in half, continued questions around the number and location of parking spaces, as well as 
requests for further consideration of commuter needs in the development process, the project remains 
in Phase 1 (Concept Development), with the transition to Phase II delayed until (at the earliest) the 
December 4, 2018 City Council meeting when the agenda is expected to include the report from the 
City Advocate (see below), direction to Ryan Companies on key questions, and consideration of 
whether to authorize Ryan Companies to move forward with Phase II (Concept Refinement). 

During this extension of Concept Development phase, City staff will be working with its 5th Avenue 
City Advocate, S.B Friedman, (whose contract was approved at the October 16 City Council meeting) 
to gather information requested by the Council in advance of the December meeting date. This 
information would be used as Council provides direction on a variety of questions to inform any future 
concept development by Ryan Companies. Staff will also continue working on the request from 
Council on information about how many commuter parking spaces could be added in the vicinity of the 
train station to have a measurable impact on existing quarterly parking permit waiting lists. 

Also in this period of time, Council will receive the report from the DuPage Children's Museum 
Working Group and be asked to establish a consensus direction for inclusion of this working group in 
future concept planning efforts. This (DuPage Children's Museum Working Group report) will occur at 
the City Council meeting on Tuesday, November 20, 7 p.m.

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Naperville Development Update  

The Confederation, on behalf of our membership, regularly meets with City Staff to review projects in 
progress around our community. The City of Naperville provided this update on October 19th. 
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Help Available for Developing HOA Complaint Procedure   
With State law requiring Illinois condominium and common interest community associations to adopt a 
written policy for resolving complaints made by unit owners no later than January 1, 2019; the Illinois 
Department of Financial and Professional Regulation (ñIDFPRò) Division of Real Estate (ñDREò) 
recently published an Association Complaint Procedure and an Association Complaint Form.   

The Form serves as examples of how a condominium or common interest community association may 
choose to comply with the soon-to-be effective requirement that they have such a policy for resolving 
disputes.  The documents are a time-saving resource for condominium and common interest 
community boards which will assist them in providing unit owners with a clear and understandable 
process for bringing disputes to the attention of their boards.    

The sample Association Complaint Procedure and Complaint Form may be found on and downloaded 
from the Ombudspersonôs website at www.IDFPR.com/CCICO under the ñPublicationsò tab.  

ñThe sample complaint resolution policy and complaint forms are intended to assist associations in 
complying with the Actôs requirements,ò said IDFPR Secretary Bryan A. Schneider. ñThe Department 
wants to empower associations so they can function responsively and serve the interests of their 
owners, who now will have a clear roadmap for seeking to resolve disputes with their associations.   

The Condominium and Common Interest Community Ombudsperson is not responsible for enforcing 
any laws or regulations, including the regulation or registration of condominium and common interest 
community associations. The sample Procedure and Complaint Form represent one approach an 
association may take. Neither IDFPR nor the Ombudsperson will review Complaint Policies or 
Complaint Forms adopted by associations and neither IDFPR nor the Ombudsperson has the authority 
to compel associations to adopt a written policy for resolving complaints required by the Act.  

Illinoisô Condominium and Common Interest Community Ombudsperson Act (765 ILCS 615/1) requires 
that the majority of Illinois condominium and common interest community associations adopt a written 
policy for resolving complaints made by unit owners no later than January 1, 2019.   While some 
associations may want to follow this template, others may find it more appropriate to engage their 
association legal counsel to help develop something in line with both their circumstances as well as 
the state law 

 

A Safer Naper ï Shop Smart  
Online shopping continues to grow in popularity, and billions of dollars will be spent 
online this holiday season. While online shopping is convenient, it also makes it more 
lucrative for scammers to trick buyers into paying for goods they wonôt receive or 
obtain their personal information for financial gain. This month, the Naperville Police 
Departmentôs A Safer Naper campaign encourages you to protect yourself and shop 
smart using the following tips. 

¶ Start at a trusted site rather than shopping with a search engine. Search results can be 
rigged to lead you astray, especially after the first few pages of links. Beware of 
misspellings or sites using a different top-level domain (.net instead of .com). 

¶ Credit cards and secure payment services are safer than debit cards and offer consumers 
additional protection when shopping online.  

¶ Never use your credit card to buy anything online from a site that doesn't have SSL 
(secure sockets layer) encryption installed. An SSL site will start with HTTPS:// (instead of 
just HTTP://). An icon of a locked padlock will appear in the status bar at the bottom of your 
web browser or right next to the URL in the address bar.  

¶ Online stores do not need personal information such as your social security number or 
birthday to do business. Providing too much personal information makes you more 
susceptible to identity theft.

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¶ Opt for your mobile phone network over Public WiFi to complete shopping transactions, 
banking or email. Adjust the security settings on your device to limit who can access your 
phone.  

¶ Check electronic credit card statements for fraudulent charges regularly during the holiday 
season.  

¶ Make sure your computer has the latest antivirus software.  

¶ Use a unique password for each of your accounts. Strong passwords include a string of 
text that mixes upper and lower case letters, numbers and special characters.  

¶ Use mobile apps provided directly by retailers.  

¶ Avoid public terminals. If you must use one, remember to log out every time. 

¶ Only purchase gift cards from trusted sources.  
 

 

DuPage County Water Quality Grant Program 
DuPage County Stormwater Management is accepting grant proposals for projects aimed at improving 
the quality of the Countyôs water bodies.  

In its 20th year, the Water Quality Improvement Program (WQIP) grant awards funding for projects 
exhibiting a regional water quality benefit, including restoration and green infrastructure projects. 
Under the program, organizations and individuals (this includes HOAôs) may apply for reimbursement 
of up to 25 percent of construction costs for portions 
of projects that improve water quality. During the 
grantôs tenure, DuPage County has awarded more 
than $3.3 million to 56 projects such as permeable 
paver parking lots, green roofs and native vegetation. 

DuPage County also updated the WQIP grant 
webpage to include past projects and common water 
quality practices, as well as guidance on applying for 

the WQIP grant. The application 
deadline is Friday, Jan. 11, 2019. Grant 
recipients should to be announced in 
March, 2019. To learn more and 
download the application guide, 
visit www.dupageco.org/WQIPgrant.

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Fire Department ñPower Shiftingò A Triple Win! 
As part of the City of Naperville's continued efforts to make data-driven decisions while providing high-
quality services to the community, Naperville's Fire Department 
has implemented a "power shifting" program to enhance services 
and increase efficiencies while holding the line on costs.  

Traditionally, the Illinois fire service schedules full time employees 
on a 24 hours on, 48 hours off basis. This schedule has been 
used to offset overtime costs for maintaining an all day, every day 
service and provide coverage for the community. Much like other 
communities, the Fire Department experiences most of its service 
calls during daytime hours; in fact, data from the past five years 

indicates that 54 percent of calls occur 
between 8:30 a.m. and 5 p.m., with the 
demand for service dropping 
considerably after that time.  

Power shifting will make use of existing Fire Department personnel to better 
serve Naperville during high-call volume times without incurring overtime or 
adding additional employees to the department. In Naperville's case, the 
power shifting program will assign up to four current Fire Department 
employees to work a 40-hour schedule 8:30 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday through 
Friday versus the traditional 24 hours on, 48 hours off.  

The Fire Department's minimum staffing number of 42 will be maintained at all 
times; however, assigning four people to peak hours of operation and reducing 
the workforce during low impact times allows for an additional response 
vehicle during peak hours of operation without any increased costs, decreased 
response time to calls when power shifting is in place, increased productivity, 
additional training hours and less demand for mutual aid from neighboring 
departments.  

"I like to think of the power shifting program as a triple win - a win for 
employees, for management and, most importantly, a win for the community," 
Fire Chief Mark Puknaitis said. "We know that having the same number of 
employees on the clock for 24 hours straight isn't optimal, and we also know 
service cuts or increasing overtime isn't right for our community. By having 
four employees transition to this schedule, we meet our need for service when 
it is greatest without incurring additional costs. I'm pleased the department and 
its members could embrace this level of innovation for the benefit of 
Naperville." 

Power shifting is also beneficial for supporting mandated Fire and EMS 
training that occurs during the daytime hours Monday through Friday and that, 
due to the nature of the training, often requires ambulance availability for 
trainees. Power shifting will help ensure this essential training can take place 
with adequate medical support while, most importantly, simultaneously 
meeting the public safety needs of the community. 

"On behalf of our union firefighters, we shared a goal with department management and City 
leadership to negotiate a unique agreement that brings a long-needed increase in service levels to 
meet the City's demand for ambulance service," said John Sergeant, president of the Naperville 
Professional Firefighters IAFF Local 4302. "It is truly an example of labor and management coming 
together for a shared purpose - utilizing dynamic staffing to negotiate a win for our citizens."

NAHC Briefs ï News You Can Use!  

The City's curbside leaf collection schedule provides every neighborhood with three 

leaf collection opportunities, weather permitting, each year. To participate, residents rake 
leaves into the street next to the curb in front of their house, avoiding storm drains, at 

the beginning of each leaf collection cycle. 

The second collection cycle is currently in progress. For the final opportunity this 
year, leaves must be raked into the street by 6 a.m. on November 12 (collection ending November 
21). To see where your neighborhood stands on the current cycle, go to

Snow, rain or freezing weather may significantly delay or permanently halt curbside leaf collection, as 
the equipment that removes leaves is used to handle deicing and snowplowing. If snow falls or is 
forecast, leaves should be disposed of through the City's weekly yard waste collection program. 

Through December 14, the City also offers a free leaf and yard waste collection program.  During 

this time, homeowners may dispose of yard waste and leaves in 32 gallon paper yard waste bags or 
clearly labeled cans or carts, free of charge.  Branches and other yard tied into bundles require a 
sticker at all times.  All yard waste collection ends on December 14, 2018.

¶ ñShall DuPage County oppose the General Assembly instituting a property tax increase 
equivalent to 1% of your homeôs value to help retire state debt?ò 

¶ ñShall DuPage County oppose the creation of a statewide Vehicle Mileage Tax (VMT) which 
would tax DuPage County citizens based upon the number of miles driven annually?ò 

¶ ñShall DuPage County continue to dissolve and consolidate units of local government to 
reduce costs, increase efficiencies, and increase accountability?ò

The Illinois Department of Commerce & Economic Opportunityôs Office of Community Assistanceôs 
Low-Income Home Energy Assistance Program (LIHEAP) began accepting applications for winter 
heating assistance for seniors and people with disabilities on October 1, 2018. 

 Customers must bring all required documentation when applying for assistance including: 
Å Proof of gross income from all household members for the 30-day income period beginning 
with the date of the application. 
Å A copy of their current heat and electric bills issued within the last 30 days (if they pay for their 
energy directly). 
Å A copy of their rental agreement (if renting) showing that utilities are included, the monthly 
rental amount and landlord contact information. 
Å Proof of Social Security numbers for all household members. 
Å Proof that their household received Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF); Aid to 
the Aged, Blind, or Disabled (AABD); or benefits, such as Medical Eligibility or Supplemental 
Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP), if receiving assistance from the Illinois Department of 
Human Services. 

Disconnected households and families with children ages 5 or under (includes all children who are not 
yet 6 years old, that is, up to 5 years and 364 days) can begin applying for LIHEAP assistance 
beginning November 1, 2018. Individuals not eligible for priority enrollment can apply beginning 
December 1, 2018.   LIHEAP applicants will be served on a first-come, first-served basis until May 31, 
2019 or until funding is exhausted. 

LIHEAP is a state and federally funded energy assistance program for low-income families, in which 
heating bill payments are made on behalf of households. Applications are processed through a 
network of 35 local administering agencies around the state. A single-person household can qualify 
with a monthly income of up to $1,518; a two-person household up to $2,058; a family of three can 
earn up to $2,598; and a family of four can earn up to $3,138. Benefits are paid directly to energy 
vendors on behalf of eligible households. The exception is households whose heating costs are 
included in their rent.

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Pace recently released their proposed 2019 budget. To present a balanced budget without fare 
increases, Pace is proposing service cuts on 14 underperforming routes including Pace Route 681, 

which provides commuter service between north Naperville and the 
Naperville Metra Station is proposed for elimination. From January 

2017 through September 2018, average daily ridership on the 
commuter feeder routes was approximately 1,175 one-way trips. The 
average daily ridership on Route 681 was 35 one-way trips, or 3% of 
the commuter trips. Although Route 681 comprises a small percentage 
of commuter ridership, and ridership is declining, each Pace route is 
an important component of the transit network and contributes to the 
Cityôs multi-modal approach to commuter access to the train stations. 
The City of Naperville will submit a letter to Pace objecting to the 
service discontinuation as part of Paceôs public hearing process. 
Residents and riders of Route 681 are also encouraged to share their 

concerns about the proposal via Paceôs website:

The IDNR purchased the property for $11,050,000 through the 
stateôs Open Land Trust, established to acquire property for conservation and recreation purposes 

The land originally was mined for coal. It also has been mined for limestone and used as a site for 
cement manufacturing. Thanks to mined land reclamation, existing forested areas, lakes, and a stretch 
of the scenic Vermilion River, the site is ideally suited for development of outdoor recreational uses. 

The Illinois Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) will manage the property as part of the Starved 
Rock/Matthiessen state park complex. Planning is underway to restore forest, prairie and wildlife

habitat, develop trails, a campground, picnic areas, and boat, canoe and kayak access, as well as 
foster horseback riding, cross country skiing, fishing and hunting opportunities.

The Certified Arborist on our Board wanted to share information on Bur oak blight (BOB), caused by 

the fungus Tubakia iowensis, which causes leaf blight, defoliation, branch dieback, and in extreme 
cases, death of bur oak trees throughout much of the midwestern United States. Disease 
development is favored by frequent rainfall in spring and summer, prevalent here the past few years.   

Symptoms first appear in summer as brown, wedge-shaped 
blotches on leaves. Portions of leaves will turn yellow, and purple-
brown lesions form along the veins of the lower leaf surface. 
Lesions coalesce, producing large dead areas on the leaf blade, 
imparting a scorched or wilted appearance. As the disease 
progresses throughout the summer, entire leaves become 
blighted, resulting in defoliation, although some blighted leaves 
tend to be retained on trees into winter. The disease typically 
intensifies over several years, resulting in twig and branch 
dieback and eventual tree mortality. 

BOB can be prevented by treating susceptible bur oaks with an 
approved fungicide that is systemically applied by root flare 
injection in spring. Also recommended are cultural practices 
designed to maintain the health of bur oak, including mulching the 
root zone, irrigating during dry periods, and fertilizing on the basis 
of soil analysis. On trees exhibiting early decline from BOB, Root
