As a reminder, the Naperville Municipal Center, 400 S. Eagle St., and the Naperville Police
Department lobby, 1350 Aurora Ave., are open to the public. The public may enter the Municipal
Center on the main level. Access to departments located in other areas of the building will be by
appointment only. Access to the Fire Administration Building is by appointment only, and all other City
buildings (with the exception of libraries) remain closed.

The public is encouraged to continue doing business with the City online, by email or by phone. The
City Services Guide was recently updated to outline the best ways to conduct business with the City
online. The public can use the online Help Center at https://napervilleil. mycusthelp.com/webapp/ or call
(630) 420-6111 to be forwarded to the appropriate department. A complete list of contact information for
City departments is available at www.naperville.il.us/contact-us/.

Meanwhile, in what is hopefull a harbinger of the new normal, starting on Wednesday, April 7, the
Naperville City Council will hold its meetings using a hybrid in-person/virtual format. The public
will be able to provide comment on an agenda item or in Public Forum at the April 7 Council meeting in-
person in Council Chambers as well as virtually through Zoom or by phone.

In the new format, some City Council members will be present in Council Chambers at the Naperville
Municipal Center, with other City Council members participating remotely via Zoom. Due to technology
upgrades put into place, Council members participating via Zoom will be able to be seen on screens in
the Council Chambers and can fully interact with their colleagues and members of the public in Council
Chambers.

The hybrid format is being utilized to allow for in-person participation while remaining mindful of existing
COVID-19 protocols and gathering limits. Currently, a maximum of 50 people will be permitted at any
one time in Council Chambers, including Council members and City staff. Face coverings will be
required at all times, and seats will be clearly marked to encourage social distancing. The podium where
the public addresses the City Council will be sanitized in between each use.

The City will continue to use the online speaker sign-up form at www.naperville.il.us/speakersignup. All
members of the public, whether they plan to speak in-person or through Zoom or by phone on April 7,
will need to sign up to speak using this method. There will be no on-site speaker sign up. Online speaker
sign-up opens once an agenda is published, typically the Wednesday prior to the meeting date, and
closes at 4 p.m. on the day of a City Council meeting.

Need Health Insurance? Eligible Illinoisans who do not have health insurance can enroll in an ACA
Health Insurance Marketplace plan. An executive order signed by President Biden allows states,
including lllinois, which utilize the federal marketplace to reopen enrollment to help more people
purchase health insurance coverage. The 2021 Special Enroliment Period (SEP) in Response to the
COVID-19 Pandemic has been extended to August 15, 2021.

Federal marketplace numbers show that more than 291-thousand lIllinoisans enrolled in ACA
Marketplace plans during the enrollment period ending last year. IDOI Acting Director Dana Popish
Severinghaus said that those numbers will likely increase. i | f y o u 6 v e-baked Isetlth goeertage | o b
or are uninsured for any reason, this is your opportunity to enroll in an ACA Marketplace health plan.

You will not need to provide documentation of a qualifying life event which is typically required during a

special enrollment period. 0

The 2021 SEP in Response to COVID-19 also allows people currently enrolled in an ACA Marketplace
health plan to change plans.

With more and more of us getting outside, and for those of us so inclined, Spring, coupled with the
annual free brush pickup by the City of Naperville, means trimming overgrown trees and bushes. With
the leaves still off the branches, now is as good a time as any to start making plans to lop the excess
branches off in advance of the pick-up scheduled to start on May 9. Please note, and before you get
too carried away, you should only be trimming the trees on your property, as maintenance of parkway
trees is the responsibility of the City of Naperville. For neighbors in unincorporated areas, please check
with your Township Road Department for the services they provide. For more information on brush
pickup within the City, click here.

To help in your planning, we reached out to our Confederation tree guru (and Board Member), Skeet,
of Bartlett Tree Experts (https://www.bartlett.com/locations/Bolingbrook-IL.cfm or call him at 630-960-
4001).for advice on best practices for trimming.

Making Proper Pruning Cuts: Pruning cuts should be made just outside the branch collar. The
branch collar contains trunk or parent branch tissue and should not be damaged
or removed. If the trunk collar has grown out on a dead limb to be removed, make
the cut just beyond the collar. Do not cut the collar. If a large limb is to be removed,
its weight should first be reduced. This is done by making an undercut about 12 to ‘
18 inches (30 to 46 c¢cm) from the | i mt /S
from the top, directly above or a few inches farther out on the limb. Doing so
removes the limb, leaving the 12- to 18-inch (30- to 46-cm) stub. Remove the stub
by cutting back to the branch collar. This technique reduces the possibility of
tearing the bark.

How Much Should Be Pruned? The amount of liveti ssue t hat shoul d removed
size, species, and age, as well as the pruning objectives. Younger trees tolerate the removal of a higher
percentage of living tissue better than mature trees do. Generally, no more than 25% of the crown should

be removed at once, and less for mature trees. Removing even a single, large-diameter limb can result

in significant canopy loss and can create a wound that the tree may not be able to close. Care should

be taken to achieve pruning objectives while minimizing live branch loss and wound size.
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Particularly for young trees, small branches can be cut easily with hand pruners. Scissor-type or bypass-

. blade hand pruners are preferred over the anvil type
as they make cleaner, more accurate cuts. Cuts larger
than one-half inch (1.27 cm) in diameter should be
— made with lopping shears or a pruning saw. Hedge
shears should be used for shaping hedges only. Do
not use shears to prune a tree. Whatever tool you use,

make sure it is kept clean and sharp.

Establishing a Strong Scaffold Structure: A good structure of primary branches
should be established while the tree is young. These limbs, called scaffold branches,
are a mature treeds framewor k. Proper
structure that requires less corrective pruning as they mature. The goal in training
young trees is to establish a strong, central trunk with sturdy, well-spaced branches.
This mimics tree growth in forest settings where outward branching is limited by
neighboring trees. Some tree species develop some or all these characteristics
naturally when grown openly in an urban or park setting. Others require more
frequent attention.

y o

Trunk Development For most young trees, maintain a single dominant leader growing upward. Do not

prune back the tip of this leader or allow secondary branches to outgrow the main leader. Sometimes,

a tree will develop double leaders known as codominant stems. Codominant stems can lead to structural
weaknesses, so it is best to remove orshort en one of the stems whil e t
secondary branches contribute to the development of a sturdy, well-tapered trunk. When numerous

branches are being removed, it is preferable to retain some, at least temporarily, to promote trunk

diameter growth.

Permanent Branch Selection: Most of the branches present on a young tree at planting will be
pruned away at maturity to provide clearance for mowing, pedestrians, and/ or vehicle traffic. The height
of the lowest permanent branch is determi ned by the treebs intended fu
landscape. The road side of a street tree may be raised to 16 feet (5 m) to accommodate traffic. In most
other situations, 8 feet (2.4 m) of clearance is sufficient. Trees used as screens or wind breaks, however,
usually branch low to the ground. Sufficient branch spacing and balance, both vertically and radially, is
important. The space between permanent branches should be approximately 3 percent of the tre e 6 s
eventual height (for example, 1.5 feet [0.5 m] for a tree that can grow to be 50 feet [15 m] tall). Beyond
spacing, the strength of branch structure depends on the relative size of the branches and branch
angles. Branches similar in diameter to the trunk or limb from which they arise are more prone to failure
than those smaller in diameter. Narrow angles of attachment or tight crotching can enclose bark within
A Look at Pruning GOOD NOT GOOD a branch union.

Newly Planted Trees: Pruning of newly planted trees should be limited to the removal of dead or broken
branches. All other pruning should be withheld until the second or third year, when a tree has recovered
from the stress of transplanting.
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Wound Dressings - Research has shown that dressings do not reduce decay or speed wound closure,
and rarely prevent insect or disease infestations. Most experts recommend wound dressings not be
used.

Speaking of new trees, if you have spots in the yard (the City is responsible for the parkway) for a tree,
the Annual City Arbor Day Tree Sale is currently underway through Friday, April 16 at 5 p.m. or when
all trees are sold (whichever comes first). A socially distanced drive-thru tree pickup will take place on
Saturday, April 24 at the Public Works Service Center, 180 Fort Hill Dr. from 8 a.m. to 1 p.m.

Residents will be able to select from 31 different species of container-grown trees costing between $35
and $70 for use in beautifying their yards and sustaining the environment. About 500 trees are available
for purchase, including various maples, oaks and elms.

All orders will take place through the online sales platform at www.naperville.il.us/2021-treelist, which
opened to the public on March 22. Trees are categorized by price; however multiple tree types may be
purchased through PayPal in one transaction. Once an online order is complete, shoppers will be
directed to use an online calendar to schedule a time to pick up their tree(s) on Saturday, April 24 at the
Public Works Service Center, 180 Fort Hill Dr. For the safety of all, participants will be asked to stay in
their vehicles and wear masks while City staff members load the trees into vehicles during their pre-
scheduled pickup timeslot.

Residents will be limited to six trees. All sales are final, and trees must be picked up on April 24. Payment
will be forfeited for trees that are not picked up on April 24. No refunds will be given. For more information
and to shop the sale visit www.naperville.il.us/arbordaytreesale.

Lastly, Skeet reminded that pruning large trees can be dangerous both to yourself and your (and your
nei ghbor 6slfprumng invphees wworking above the ground or using power equipment, it may be
best to hire a professional arborist. An arborist can determine the type of pruning necessary to improve
the health, appearance, and safety of your trees. A professional arborist can also provide the services
of a trained crew with the required safety equipment and liability insurance. Thanks, Skeet, for providing
these tips.

The Naperville Area Homeowners Confederation will hold elections at the Confederation Annual Meeting during May at a time
and date to be determined. This meeting will probably be conducted virtually due to pandemic restrictions. Offices to be elected
are President of the Confederation (currently Steve Grosskopf); Vice President (currently John Mesarchik); and two at large
Director Positions (currently held by Tim Messer and a vacant seat previously held by Mike Reilly). None of the incumbents
are eligible for reelection to their current positions.

A nominating committee of the Board will be formed prior to the April 13, 2021 virtually scheduled 2020 Annual Meeting and
we will announce a slate of recommended candidates at that time. Nominations will also be accepted from the floor during
the May 2021 annual meeting. Any person who, at the time of the election, is a member of a homeowners association which
is a Confederation member in good standing or an associate member in good standing may seek and hold office on the
Confederation Board of Directors; except that there shall be no more than one Confederation Officer or a total of two
Confederation Board of Directors members from any one Confederation member association or no more than two associate
members as voting members of the Board.

Duties of the positions to be elected are as follows:

President i shall be the chief executive officer of the Confederation; shall preside at all meetings; shall be the chairperson of
the Confederation Board of Directors; and shall be the custodian of the corporate records and seal. All records of Confederation
business shall be and remain the property of the Confederation, including but not limited to electronically-stored records. The
President shall also ensure (and may delegate to other Board Members the direct responsibility to see) that all newsletters,
notices to member associations, and other Confederation communications, are promptly sent and distributed in a timely and
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appropriate manner and shall ensure that the Secretary is provided, in a timely and appropriate manner, copies or other
adequate information on all such communications.

Vice President i shall assume all duties of the President in the event the office of President becomes vacant for any reason,
and shall perform such other duties as assigned by the President of the Confederation Board of Directors.

At-Large Board Members i shall be chairpersons of Ad Hoc Committees of the Confederation as formed at the discretion of
the BOD. They shall be eligible to assume the terms and duties of Confederation officers, if such officers resign, refuse, become
ineligible, or are otherwise unavailable to fulfill their terms. At-Large Board Members shall be empowered to vote in all decisions
of the BOD. If any elected Director is not able for any reason to complete a term of office, the BOD may appoint an Associate
Director to serve as a Director until the next annual election and any individual so appointed shall be empowered to serve and
perform their duties upon appointment.

All member associations in good standing are eligible to cast a vote in this election. To be considered in good standing,
member associations are to be current in their annual dues. For information on dues payments, or to make a dues payment,
see our website, www.napervillehomeowners.com. Other information on the conduct of the elections, or on membership status
of associations or voting rights of associate members, can be found in the Confederation Bylaws.
