Pandemic Notes 
Over the past many months, your Confederation editor has shared articles and information deemed 
relevant and useful to our neighbors and members.  Heôs hoping that soon this section of the newsletter 
will no longer be required and appreciates your comments moving forward. 
 
Due to the continued decrease in COVID-19 cases and hospitalizations, and increase in available ICU 
beds, the Illinois indoor mask requirement ended on Monday, February 28, 2022. Masks will still be 
required oer CDC guidance in areas where hospitals are  under high strain and on public transportation.. 
Under the new guidance, nearly 70% of the U.S. population lives in an area considered to be low or 
medium risk, and residents there are advised they can go indoors without masks. People should still 
wear face coverings if they wish or if they are personally at high risk. Regardless of local conditions, 
they should mask if they have COVID-19 symptoms or a positive test or have been exposed to someone 
with COVID-19. While masks are njo longer mandated, many people will copntinue, as a personal 
choice, to wear one.  Both mask wearers and those who do not feel the need should respect the others 
who may not follow their own practice.

Testing has also become much more readily available with at-home tests at many pharmacies and the 
ability to order free COVID-19 tests at covidtest.gov. The 10 state community-based testing sites are 
currently open three days a week, but as we continue to see the number of cases and the demand for 
testing decrease - and we head into summer when weôve seen the fewest number of cases, 
hospitalizations, and deaths, mass testing locations will close in favor of more cost-effective testing 
options.

Time to Plan to Spring Gardening 

While the calendar says we still have a couple weeks of winter left, and experience living in Northern 
Illinois warns us that weôre not snow safe until sometime in May, harbingers of Spring are all around us 
and this is a good time to give some thought to your lawn and 
garden. 

Coming up on Sunday, March 13th,  Daylight savings time returns, 
and March 20th marks the first official day of Spring. But for 
gardeners, the important date is when weekly bagged yard waste 
pickup resumes on March 14, 2022. You can place grass, weeds, 
small branches, twigs and leaves in 32-gallon paper yard waste 
bag or a clearly labeled (Yard Waste Only) 32-gallon can. 
Alternatively, branches less than 3 inches in diameter may be tied 
in bundles that measure up to 4 feet long and 2 feet wide. Secure 
each bundle with biodegradable twine. Bags and bundles have a 
60-pound weight limit. A yard waste sticker must be attached to each bag, container or bundle placed 
at the curb for collection. Stickers will cost $2.50 this year (and oneôs from last year are still good). If 
youôve got a lot of tree trimming to do, and it can wait,, annual free curbside brush collection starts in 
mid-May for branches and tree trimmings. However, if you have any oak pruning or buckthorn clearing, 
you should have completed it by the end of February. Once March arrives, these two projects should be 
put on hold or you risk damage to your trees, soils, amphibians, and more. 

Besides cutting down and clearing the remnants of last year, it is also time to begin planning for your 
garden. Beautifying your yard while conserving water and creating a habitat for birds 
and butterflies can be easy and rewarding. Jim Kleinwachter of The Conservation 
Foundation will walk your yard with you and suggest impactful choices for home 
landscapes such as diversifying trees and shrubs, using native plants, installing rain 

barrels, composting, and reducing chemical use.  For a site visit or more info ï 
contact Jim at  jkleinwachter@theconservationfoundation.org.

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The Morton Arboretum offers tree collections and gardens to explore no matter the weather or 
season. Gardeners looking for variety and interest in their yards throughout the year are encouraged to 
visit the Four Seasons Garden. Planted in 1994 at the Thornhill Education Center, this 2,000-square-
foot formal garden contains more than 70 kinds of plants.  

While thinking about planting, the City of Napervilleôs Annual Arbor Day Tree Sale takes place online 
for a six-week period beginning March 1. The sale link opens on Tuesday, March 1 at 8 a.m. and closes 
on Friday, April 15 at 5 p.m. or when all trees are sold, whichever comes first. A socially distanced drive-
thru tree pickup will take place on Saturday, April 23 at the Public Works Service Center, 180 Fort Hill 
Drive from 8 a.m. to 1 p.m. For more details go to https://www.naperville.il.us/residents/our-urban-
forest/arbor-day-tree-sale/. (Please note: Residents will be able to select from 20 different species of 
container-grown trees costing between $25 and $50 for use in beautifying their yards and sustaining the 
environment. A total of 280 trees are available for purchase, including various maples, oaks and elms. 
All orders will take place online at www.naperville.il.us/arbordaytreesale. Multiple tree types may be 
purchased through PayPal in one transaction, with trees categorized by price. Once an online order is 
complete, shoppers will be directed to use an online calendar to schedule a time to pick up their tree(s) 
on Saturday, April 23 at the Public Works Service Center. For the safety of all, participants will be asked 
to stay in their vehicles while City staff members load the trees into vehicles during their pre-scheduled 
pickup timeslot. Residents will be limited to six trees. All tree sales are final, and trees must be picked 
up on April 23. Payment will be forfeited for trees that are not picked up on April 23. No refunds will be 
given.) 

Additionally, The Openlands Native Tree and Plant Sale is now open and offers a wide variety of 
native plants to choose from online, shipped free, and direct to your door. In partnership with 
Possibility Place Nursery, the sale offers native flowers, grasses, ferns, shrubs, and trees not easily 
found at most nurseries and big-box stores. Trees and shrubs will begin shipping out April 1st, and 
perennials will begin shipping May 15th. 

With populations of pollinators like monarch butterflies increasingly at risk due to habitat loss and 
pesticide use, one of the most immediately impactful actions you can take to support biodiversity is 
planting native species on your property. Habitat loss is especially challenging for migratory pollinators 
who travel far distances and need enough patches of habitat, like milkweed, to rest and feed. By planting 
native trees, shrubs, and flowers on your landscape, 
you will add a magnificent beauty that goes beyond 
aesthetics to support biodiversity and increase climate 
resilience. Native plants are easy to maintain once 
established and require little or no pruning, 
deadheading, watering, or fertilizing and some you 
might consider include: 

¶ Milkweed 
¶ Coneflower (Purple, yellow, pale) 
¶ Black-eyed Susan 
¶ Prairie blazing star 
¶ Swamp rose 
¶ Great blue lobelia 
¶ Foxglove beardtongue 
¶ Wild columbine 
¶ Indigo bush 
¶ Black chokeberry 

All things considered, and even with snow on the 
ground, this is a great time of the year to be a gardener! If youôre just starting out, consider these tips 
from The Conservation Foundation to make the journey a little less daunting:

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¶ Location, Location, Location A common mistake when gardening is choosing the wrong 
location. Your vegetable garden needs at least eight hours of sunlight a day. Ideally, the garden 
location will have a slight slope to drain properly and be out of direct, cold wind.  

¶ Clean-Up, Clean-Up You want to start your Spring gardening by removing broken branches, 
dead plant material and leaves. They can harbor disease, fungi and unwanted pests.  

¶ Mulch Does More than Look Good Not only does mulch make your garden look neater and 
more finished, it also conserves moisture, reduces weed growth and soil disease, and keeps the 
soil cooler during the summer. Use approximately 2-3 inches of mulch in your planting beds and 
garden to help the soil retain water and reduce the amount of water you have to use on your 
garden. (But, please donôt pile mulch like a volcano around the base of your trees). 

¶ Water Wisely Be sure to water in the early morning or in the evening to reduce the amount of 
evaporation loss. Also, most landscape plants do not need to be watered every day. Practice 
deep, infrequent watering to encourage deep root growth. Overwatering can stress the plants 
and lead to disease and pest problems  

¶ Conserve Water with a Rain Barrel With all of the spring rain, why not save on your water bill 
and use rain water collected in a rain barrel. Connect your downspouts to rain barrels and hook 
on a hose to water your garden. Not only does it help your pocketbook, the plants grow better 
with rain water.  

¶ Black Gold Let your kids play in the dirt. As long as the soil is free of lead and any hazardous 
materials, it is actually good for them. Researchers have discovered that natural ñfriendlyò 
bacteria in the soil can actually boost the mood as effectively as an anti-depressant.  

¶ Annuals vs Perennials Save money by choosing perennials over annuals. Besides the obvious, 
that you have to buy new annuals each year, the plants also require more water. Perennials and 
in particular native plants, do not need as much water because of their deep root system. Native 
plants can survive long dry periods which seem to be occurring more regularly each year.

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The Morton Arboretum Celebrates 100 Years 

If youôre not already familiar with The Morton Arboretum in Lisle, there is no better excuse to become 
so than to celebrate its 100th birthday ï especially in the spring, when the daffodils, woodland wildflowers 
and flowering trees are in bloom.  Truthfully, the Arboretum is 
beautiful in any season ï the prairie in summer, trees changing 
color in fall and if you havenôt seen the Illumination in winter, 
you donôt know what youôre missing. 

This 1700-acre outdoor tree museum was founded by Joy 
Morton who also founded Chicagoôs Morton Salt Company and 
was the son of the man who started Arbor Day. Among the 
Arboretumôs many highlights is the vast collection of trees, a 
Plant Clinic, hiking paths, the ability to bicycle or drive through on paved roads, a membersô only plant 
sale, the Childrenôs Garden, guided tours and did I mention the food and special events are great too? 
To celebrate its 100th birthday, a new Grand Garden is being developed, opening in September 2022, 
near the Visitor Center, and the Arboretum will plant more than 1,000 trees throughout the Chicago 
region. 

There is also a significant Naperville connection to the Arboretum.  May Watts, who lived for over 30 
years at 227 W. Jefferson in downtown Naperville before her death, was the staff naturalist at the 
Arboretum until she retired in 1961, developing the earliest versions of the Arboretumôs popular 
educational offerings. Ms. Wattsô contributions are honored with the May T. Watts Reading Garden at 
the Arboretum, and the Naperville Park District and District 204 recognized her contributions through 
the dedication of May Watts Park and May Watts School on Whispering Hills Drive; and of course, we 
also have her to thank for the development of the Illinois Prairie Path, which opened in 1966. 

Consider taking a trip soon to visit the Arboretum. It is a fantastic local resource. Entry to the Arboretum 
is always free to members, and non-members can apply your daily entry fee to a new membership.

Upcoming Meetings to Discuss Future Land Uses 
Final approval of the revised Land Use Master Plan is on the agenda for the City Council meeting 
scheduled for 7 p.m. on March 1st.  There now seem to be two versions 
of the Plan for Council to choose between, at least as it encompasses 
the area south of Ogden Avenue along Naper Boulevard and 
bisected by Plank Road.  

Council is being asked to determine whether this primarily vacant 
unincorporated area will be designated as either Medium Density 
Residential (including a variety of unit types and price-points in the 
form of mixed-use, multi-unit, or townhomes. consistent with the 2010 
Plank Road Study) as currently in the Plan or as a Neighborhood 
Center ( a variety of land uses that contribute to its role as a local focal 
point and hub of activity. Examples of primary uses within 
Neighborhood Centers are restaurants and cafés, coffee shops, small 
grocery stores, banks, convenience stores, dry cleaners, salons, or 
fitness centers. Supporting uses in Neighborhood Centers can include 
institutional or office-based uses, such as schools, community 
facilities, small offices, or medical clinics. Residential uses in the form 
of mixed-use, multi-unit, or townhomes, can exist in these areas where housing will complement the 
primary function of the Neighborhood Center. Scale and intensity are as important as the land use itself). 

One issue City Staff sees with the Neighborhood Center designation is the past unwillingness to provide 
direct access to the area from Naper Boulevard which serves to limit any potential commercial uses

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within the area designated as A  and B on the adjacent map. Unless curb cuts (and associate traffic 
controls) are added to Naper, access will be limited to Plank and Tuthill Roads with Tuthill currently 
being primarily right in/right out access from Ogden Avenue. With pros and cons to both possible usages, 
it is interesting that this was not discussed further in depth during the Plan Development process. The 
land use master plan is available for download here or by visiting the comprehensive master plan project 
web page at www.naperville.il.us/projects-in-naperville/master-plan-update/.  

The second meeting will address the potential residential use for City-owned property near the 
intersection of 103rd Street and Route 59 in order to 
expand quality, affordable housing in Naperville for 
seniors and individuals with developmental disabilities. A 
portion of this City owned parcel (outlined in black on the 
adjacent photo) is planned for this area, with the entire 
parcel listed in the proposed new Master Land Use Plan 
as Neighborhood Center (as defined above) with the 
Master Plan explaining this designation, as opposed to 
purely commercial, due to the availability of other 
commercial space in the area, including at 95th and 
Route 59.  

Four firms responded to a request for proposals issued 
by the City in September 2021 to develop this housing, 
which was directed by the City Council in accordance 

with recommendations to use public lands to address affordable housing needs. Two firms, based on 
experience and qualifications, Gorman & Company LLC and Mercy Housing Lakefront, have been 
selected to present their initial concept proposals and answer questions at the meeting of the Human 
Rights and Fair Housing Commission, at 6:30 p.m. on Monday, March 7 in Council Chambers of the 
Naperville Municipal Center. The meeting will also be broadcast live: Watch on WCNC (Ch. 6 ï WOW, 
Ch. 10 ï Comcast, Ch. 99 ï AT&T) or online at naperville.legistar.com/Calendar.aspx. . More details 
are available on the project website, naperville.il.us/senior-housing.

CAI Urges Suspension of Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac Temporary 
Lending Guidelines for Condominiums and Cooperatives 
Guidance from Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac introduced in late 2021 brings new project requirements 
for condominiums and housing cooperatives to ensure safety and structural stability following the partial 
collapse of Champlain Towers South condominium in Surfside, 
Fla., last June. However, the short timeframe of implementation 
and updated lender questionnaires have caught community 
association boards, managers, attorneys, and document 
providers by surprise, and they are now seeking to address the 
new requirements while keeping real estate transactions in their 
communities moving forward. 

On February 17th, CAI sent a letter to the Federal Housing 
Finance Agency (FHFA) requesting that implementation of the temporary guidelines be suspended by 
at least one year. Recently, CAI members shared that creditworthy borrowers have been denied credit 
to purchase homes and refinance mortgages in condominium and cooperative projects with no safety, 
soundness, structural integrity, or habitability concerns because of the temporary guidelines. 

CAI supports the intent of the new requirements and understands the need for the government-
sponsored enterprises to assess and mitigate risks associated with their respective condominium unit 
and cooperative share mortgage portfolios. CAI respectfully recommends a delay in implementation to 
support this outcome by reducing uncertainty; allowing associations, their managing agents, and service

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providers to produce documentation materials more efficiently; and accounting for state and local 
government enactment of appropriate condominium and cooperative project safety and financial 
solvency standards. 

CAI continues to engage in conversations with Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac representatives, realtors, 
mortgage bankers, and others to find solutions that can help avoid a regulatory bottleneck and loss of 
capital and liquidity to the condominium and housing cooperative mortgage market. 

CAI is also are collecting data to better understand the impact of these new requirements on 
condominiums and housing cooperatives. If you are aware of a real estate transaction in a condominium 
and/or housing cooperative community that has been delayed, disrupted, or stopped because of the 
new guidance from Fannie Mae or Freddie Mac, please complete the survey.

City Project & Construction News and Updates 

Whether itôs because additional funding is available, or projects that have been deferred are now coming 
closer to reality, there are lots of plans afoot around town to change the appearance of our roads and 
amenities. Here are a few that are either in progress, under consideration, or about to move forward. 

248th Avenue Update: The 248th Avenue Road 
Improvement Project is on the agenda for the March 1 City 
Council meeting. At this time, City Council will select the 
preferred project alternative (expected to be alternative B) 
and decide whether staff should apply for federal funding. 

Decisions about the scope and funding of project noise 
walls are on hold until the project consultant has completed 
its full noise analysis and the Illinois Department of 
Transportation has reviewed it, likely sometime this 
summer. Once a date has been set for City Council to 
discuss the noise wall, it will be shared on the project 
webpage and through a City eNews update.

Nichols Library Parking Deck: The City of Naperville will host a Public Meeting regarding the potential 
construction of a parking deck adjacent to the Nichols Library located in Downtown Naperville at 200 W. 
Jefferson Avenue. The meeting will be held on Tuesday, March 8, 2022, 4:30 P.M. to 7:30 P.M.in the 
Nichols Library Community Room, 200 W. Jefferson Avenue, Naperville. 

Between 2005 and 2007, the City pursued the design of a new parking structure that would be located 
immediately adjacent to the existing Nichols Library, including the currently vacant area immediately 
west of the library building along Eagle Street. The architectural design for the project was nearly 
completed and included extensive input from various stakeholders. The final design included the 
following among other amenities: 

¶ 501 parking spaces (371 more than the existing 130 space surface lot) 

¶ 4 parking levels partially underground to minimize height 

¶ Residential façade treatment 

¶ A plaza at the northwest corner. 

¶ A new shared library and parking deck pedestrian entrance near Webster Street

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Due to the economic recession and other parking facilities that were then underway, the Nichols Library 
parking Deck project was halted in 2008. 

The City is seeking public comment on the potential to resume the design and construction of this 
parking facility. The purpose of this meeting is to: 

¶ Re-introduce the Nichol Library Parking Deck project 

¶ Seek input on the need for additional parking to serve the library and downtown area 

¶ Seek confirmation that the City should explore outside external funding opportunities 

¶ Provide an opportunity for general comment on the project 
The meeting will be held in an open house format; all interested parties are encouraged to attend. For 
questions or comments about the meeting or the project, please contact City Traffic Engineer Andy 
Hynes at (630) 548-2958 or hynesa@naperville.il.us.

Downtown Streetscape Upgrade: Long-awaited work to improve streets, sidewalks and utilities in 
portions of downtown Naperville is scheduled to begin Tuesday, March 1, pending weather or 
unforeseen circumstances. These updates will improve 
pedestrian mobility, accessibility and safety in this area 
while also ensuring downtown Naperville continues to 
be a must-see destination for residents and visitors for 
years to come. 

Work will take place along Jefferson Avenue between 
Main and Webster streets and Main Street between 
Jackson and Jefferson avenues and is scheduled to be 
complete by the end of August. Phased work schedules 
will close portions of streets at various times while still 
allowing access to businesses. Main Street work 
begins in Phase 1, with Jefferson Avenue the Phase 2 
focus. Phases 3 and 4 focus on Jackson Avenue, 

Webster Street and water main lining along 
Jefferson Avenue and may be performed in 
conjunction with earlier phases. Final roadway 
surface and project cleanup will take place during 
the fifth and final phase of the project. 

There will be significant impacts to travel in the 
downtown area during this work even with the 
phased approach utilized to minimize impacts. 
There will be no on-street parking or vehicle 
access on Main between Jackson and Jefferson 
and on Jefferson between Webster and Main 
during various work phases. Intermittent impacts 
and closures will be dependent on the work being 
performed. Following completion, much of the 

current diagonal parking along portions of Jefferson and Main will be replaced with parallel parking, 
adding a new challenge for those drivers without self-parking features on their cars. 

Traffic control plans are in place to maintain pedestrian access to all buildings, and temporary traffic 
control variations will support truck parking and short-term deliveries. Phase-specific road and parking 
closure maps are now available at www.naperville.il.us/downtownprogress. 

This work is part of the Downtown: Progress in Progress initiative that focuses on continued growth and 
improvements in the downtown area. Once complete, improvements will include wider sidewalks and 
more pedestrian space, more trees and plantings, updated street furniture and light fixtures and 
additional outdoor amenity areas for businesses. For more information and project updates, 
visit www.naperville.il.us/downtownprogress.

Columbia Street: The City has identified the need to improve Columbia Street from Monticello Drive to 
5th Avenue. The goal of this project is to create a better driving experience for motorists, as well as 
better recreational experiences for pedestrians. 

The project includes widening the roadway; installing new pavement, curbs and gutters; and a new 
street lighting system. Additionally, a new sidewalk will be poured on both sides of the roadway from 
Monticello Drive to 5th Avenue. Work is expected to begin in 2023.

Washington Street Bridge: With pre-construction, including utility relocation and right of way 
acquisition beginning this year, the replacement of the crumbling downtown Washington Street Bridge 
is closer to becoming a reality. The first harbinger of this work is the upcoming March 2nd Planning and 
Zoning Commission meeting where the owners of the property at the northwest corner of Aurora and 
Washington, currently occupied by JC Licht, AT&T, and Walgreens, will be requesting several variances 
as part of their parcel is lost due to the new construction. 

During the bridge replacement, it is expected that a single lane in each direction will be retained with the 
rehabilitation of the bridge taking place through multiple stages to ensure that this single lane of traffic 
is maintained at all times. During the expected 11-month construction period in 2022/2023, crews will 
likely close two lanes of the bridge at a time and complete work in stages. Nearby bridges like Main 
Street and Eagle Street will continue to enable access to the downtown from the south. Through traffic 
on Washington Street will need to allow for greater travel time or be prepared to use alternate routes. 

The  roadway  will  be  widened  from  Aurora  Avenue  to  Chicago  Avenue  to  allow  for  a 
continuous  left  turn  lane  and  two  through  lanes  in  each  direction.  An  additional  southbound  right 
turn  lane  and  eastbound  left  turn  lane  at  the  Aurora/Washington  intersection will be added. Side
walks will be maintained on both sides of future Washington Street. The City continues to review 
options to create a traffic management plan and communicate road closures and optimize travel 
options.   

North Aurora Road: Phase 1 Construction work that was shut down for the winter season will resume 
soon. The first phase is being conducted in partnership with the Naperville Township Road District to 
improve and widen the pavement between Fairway Drive and Frontenac Road. The scope of the project 
consists of widening the existing three-lane road to accommodate two traffic lanes in each direction, 
with a center turn lane, multi-use trail and sidewalk, as well as improvements to roadway lighting and 
drainage. Completion of this first phase of the project is expected in late 2022. 

The second phase of work will improve the Canadian National/Wisconsin Central Railroad bridge over 
North Aurora Road in collaboration with the Naperville Township Road District and the City of Aurora 
(as each agency has jurisdiction over a portion of the roadway along this corridor). The scope of the 
project consists of replacing the 107-year-old railroad bridge with a new structure that will span the newly 
expanded five traffic lanes on North Aurora Road, as well as the multi-use trail and sidewalk. In addition, 
roadway lighting, a pump station and increased vertical clearance will be provided. This project is 
currently scheduled to open for bid in June 2022, with construction expected to be complete in late 2024.

A joint task force, including Linden Oaks Behavioral Health, Naperville Park District, City of Naperville, 

and Forest Preserve Districts of DuPage and Will 
Counties, announces a new, collaborative program 
aimed at addressing the growing epidemic of teen and 
young adult suicides.

Police officers are being 
trained on what to do ñin the momentò if, while on these 
patrols, they encounter someone who may be suicidal 
or otherwise in need of assistance. In addition, 
Operation Disrupt signs are being posted in these 
locations to alert the public that these locations are 
being patrolled. These signs will display the National 
Suicide Prevention Lifeline phone number and website.

through the AARP tax-aide program will provide free 
tax filing assistance to seniors.  

When registering, you will be prompted to answer a 
question as to whether you are filing a single return 
or a joint return. If filing a joint return, please register 
for only one tax appointment. If you are filing for two 
years, please register for separate back-to-back tax 
appointments.  

Please bring the following to your 45-minute tax 
appointment: last year's federal and state tax returns 
and records, a photo I.D. for each senior who will be 

listed on the tax return, proof of social security number (i.e. Social Security card, Social Security 1099 
form or Medicare card), checking account routing number for direct deposit information, income 
documents including W-2 forms, 1099 forms, etc. and information about tax-deductible items including 
dependents, interest, real estate tax bill, state tax refund (if applicable), charitable donation receipts, 
etc.  

Appointments take place at the Alfred Rubin Riverwalk Community Center, 305 W. Jackson Ave. 
on Mondays and Wednesdays through Apr. 13, 2022 from 9:00 a.m. to 1:45 p.m. This year two 
rooms will be used for tax appointments (three stations in each room) and one additional room will be 
used for check-in. An email will be sent directly from the AARP Tax-Aide volunteers one week before 
your scheduled appointment, which includes a Welcome Letter as well as the Intake Form that you can 
print and complete at home before arriving for your scheduled appointment. This will help you prepare 
and make your appointment go as smoothly and quickly as possible.
