YOU CAN HELP -  NAPERVILLE IS 175 IN 2006

The city is looking for residents to help plan and organize celebration events for Naperville's 175th anniversary (1831 - 2006). The following are three main celebrations: 

January 1, 2006 (Heritage) - Naper Settlement will be open to the public in the afternoon at a price of $1.75.  An electric parade, with entries that depict Naperville’s heritage is held in the downtown in the early evening.  A fireworks display that will be visible in downtown Naperville will be held later in the eve.

June 17, 2006 (Unity) - Since the anniversary of Naperville’s founding occurred in the month of June 1831, a special “birthday cake lighting” ceremony will be added to the Naper Days festivities.  In a display of unity, each subdivision and homeowner association will be invited to participate in a torch-walk ceremony.  A total of seven (7) torches, each representing a 25-year period of the city’s 175 years, will wind their way from all corners of the city to converge on a yet to be determined downtown location to light a birthday cake. 

October 14, 2006 (Vision) - This event will involve school-age children from Districts 203 and 204, as well as parochial and private schools in Naperville.  An event held in Frontier Park will focus on school children performing musically.  A community photo, using children and adults will be taken at Frontier Park.  It has been suggested that the people form a large circle around the park and /or form a large “1-7-5” within the circle.  

MAIN STREET BRIDGE CLOSED FEBRUARY 1

The Main Street Bridge in downtown Naperville closed on February 1 to all vehicular and pedestrian traffic until November 2005.  Local detours are posted.

SPRING TREE PLANTING PROGRAM

The city offers a 50/50 cost-share program to residents who wish to have a new tree planted in their parkway where none previously existed. To be considered for this program, residents must contact Department of Public Works at (630) 420-6095 by the end of January. Tree selection packets will be mailed to program participants in February in preparation for spring planting.
